New printers are being introduced all the time.  Choosing a new printer today is a headache.  Do you need wireless?  Do you need colour?  If you do need colour is it to be an inkjet printer which are really cheap to buy but the ink can cost plenty.  Problem is an Inkjet Cartridge may do around 400 copies or less whereas the more expensive colour laser toner will probably cover at least 1500 pages.  So I guess one of the questions you need to ask yourself is do you do much printing.  If you only do a few hundred a month then an inkjet printer is probably quite suitable but if your output is more than a thousand per month you probably should consider a colour laser printer.  If you do not need colour then I propose a mono laser printer. These printers in a basic model can now be bought for less than $100 but of course it will be dearer if you need to network the printer with a few users as you not only need a network card but you probably need a faster machine to cope with the extra printing.  

Getting a wireless printer means it will be tidier as the only cable it needs is a power cable.

With colour printers another expense you should cost in is the cost of a drum.  Some printers have a drum for each colour while there are others which just use one drum.  As drums can usually do at least 20,000 copies it may be a long time between drum purchases.   However these drums can cost more than $250 each.

When purchasing Ink or Toner cartridges there is usually a choice of Genuine or Compatible.    At Tonersonline / Inkredibleinks we sell the Q-Imaging brand of Compatibles which have proved to be very reliable and do not void your warranty.  However there are still lots of customers who prefer to pay the extra and buy the Genuine Cartridges which are of course available from us at very competitive prices.  If you have an unusual printer not listed on our website please call 1300 554 465 for assistance from our helpful staff.  (you do not speak to a robot based in another country at our number).

One of the latest range of printers to be released comes from HP.  The new e-print printers are capable of printing via the internet.  (you must of course have an internet wi-fi connection).  This means if you are out with your ipad or iphone you can take a picture and send it by email to a printer, wherever it is, and it will print instantly.  So you could take a picture in Sydney and send it by email to your mum’s e-printer in say London and she will receive an instant photo print (providing her printer is switched on of course).  According to HP here is an overview of one of its e-printers :
